Inofrmation:

- The series is open to primary and secondary Crankmasters members only.

- Any Crankmaster can come out and race on any of the weeks, however we encourage regular participation so that the racing runs smoothly.

- Crankmasters rules and policies apply.

- There will be points granted each week, a final championship, and an overall series award.

- Regular week race points will be awarded as follows:

 10,8,6,5,4,3,2,1 and 1 for participation.

- We anticipate that there will be three distinct levels of racing (A,B,C) with no pack to exceed 12 riders.

- The TTs will be timed, the road races will not.  We will use our judgement with respect to placings in the road races and will require rider cooperation to help us with this.

- The decisions of the race organizer are final.

-  We require riders to serve on occasion as volunteers during the races and will receive series points (5) for their efforts.
- Riders must adhere to the instructions of the race organizer and marshals at all times in and around the race.

- Races can run with a minimum of three volunteers per race, although four would really help things run smoothly.

- There are no follow vehicles and no mechanical support.  We will however account for the riders and sweep the course after each race.

- Since we are not closing roads or providing a lead and follow vehicle, please try to keep to a double pace line and be very courteous to local residents and give a wide berth to pedestrians and other vehicles.
- Use your judgement with respect to traffic and road safety and work together to ensure safe riding (ie no using traffic as a pick or slow up when it makes for safer riding).

- Try and sort out the racing during the race and no big crazy bunch sprints as problems tend to multiply as the group grows.

- The main TT course is essentially the same as the Dunbow TT course with parking and staging where the TT usually starts.

- The Road Race course will start at the junction of highways 22 and 22X and travel down to the Millarville course and around with the finish on Plummers Road.
- Race distance maximums are 20km for TTs and 75km for Road Races.

- There are a couple of spots on the course where caution will need to be taken due to the road surface and race marshal control.

- No littering or damaging of property or the environment.

- Please repect that we are volunteers, this is our first try at this and it will evolve, and it is free so you get what you pay for.
